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Evoke Pharma Receives Notice of Allowance from USPTO for GIMOTI-Related Patent

focused primarily on treatments for gastrointestinal (Gl) diseases with an emphasis on GIMOTI® (metoclopramide) nasal spray, announced the United
States Patent and Trademark Office (USPTO) issued a Notice of Allowance for U.S. Application No. 17/100,664 for GIMOTI covering its nasal
formulation design. Once issued on April 18, 2023, the patent entitled “Nasal Formulation of Metoclopramide,” will expire in 2030 and will be assigned
patent number 11628150. This new patent will add to Evoke’s existing U.S. Food and Drug Administration (FDA) Orange Book-listed patent portfolio.

GIMQOTI is the first and only FDA-approved nasal formulation of metoclopramide and is specifically designed to deliver a non-oral dose of
metoclopramide and indicated for the relief of symptoms in adults with acute and recurrent diabetic gastroparesis. Non-oral delivery is an important
treatment option as gastroparesis causes oral medications to be unpredictably absorbed and vulnerable to one of the key symptoms of the disease,
vomiting.

“The novelty of GIMOTI is crucial for the work we do every day to ensure better outcomes for gastroparesis patients. We continue to develop and grow
the product in the market and are pleased to fortify our patent estate once again,” commented Matt D’Onofrio, President & COO of Evoke Pharma.
“Aside from the clinical benefit our product provides to patients and healthcare providers, we believe the addition of this new patent signifies the value
and contribution of GIMOTI to the field of GI motility,” Mr. D’Onofrio continued.

Prior to FDA approval to commercially market GIMOTI, metoclopramide was only
available in oral and injectable formulations and remains the only drug currently approved in the United States to treat gastroparesis.

GIMQTI is indicated for the relief of symptoms in adults with acute and recurrent diabetic gastroparesis.

WARNING: TARDIVE DYSKINESIA

e Metoclopramide can cause tardive dyskinesia (TD), a serious movement disorder that is often irreversible. The risk of
developing TD increases with duration of treatment and total cumulative dosage.

e Discontinue GIMOTI in patients who develop signs or symptoms of TD. In some patients, symptoms may lessen or resolve
after metoclopramide is stopped.

Metoclopramide may cause a
hypertensive/pheochromocytoma crisis, probably due to release of catecholamines from the tumor.

In patients with epilepsy. Metoclopramide may increase the frequency and severity of seizures.

In patients with hypersensitivity to metoclopramide. Reactions have included laryngeal and glossal angioedema and
bronchospasm.
